CRB Activity/Report

This complaint was originally filed by Mr. Omar Brown on March 7, 2007. This file has
before the Board for several meetings and deferred for about 23 months. The only
pending allegation is “untruthfulness” against Sgt. Pablo Rodriguez. Specifically, the
allegation is that Sgt. Rrodriguez was untruthful when he executed an affidavit in support
of a search warrant by claiming he, Sgt. Rodriguez, had “arrested” Mr. Brown in the past.
Mr. Brown contends that Sgt. Rodriguez never “arrested” him in the past. Sgt. Rodriguez
has declined to voluntarily participate in this investigation. The KWPD and Police Union
take contrary positions if there has ever been an investigation into this mater. The CRB
Decided to subpoena the records of the KWPD to clarify if an investigation into this
matter was ever had and the results. The CRB also decided to subpoena the Sgt. Pablo
Rodriguez to explain his written statement in the affidavit that he had arrested Mr. Brown
before.

Research was conducted to document the past ten (10) years of Mr. Omar’s Arrests and
Court Cases in Monroe County. These court documents were researched and Sgt.
Rodriguez’s name did not appear on the filed arresting documents/police reports nor in
the state discovery in any of these cases.

A deposition in the underlying criminal case was taken of Sgt. Rodriguez on November
24, 2009 and was filed with the clerk of courts on February 25, 2009. As to addressing
the issue of the prior “arrest” of Mr. Omar Brown, Sgt. Rodriguez reveals the following
information and line of questions:

Q. Your prior arrests of Omar Brown were drug cases, I'm assuming?

A. Yeah, drug investigations. I am not — and they weren’t, you know I didn't personally
arrest him. I was just involved with the street crimes, did things and other people did,
you know, and you know I don’t — I mean, have I seen him in cuffs? You know that's how
I know him. You know [I've stopped him a hundred times, you know. And I've talked to
him a hundreds times, but he just sits there and serve dope and do his thing. But he was
always very ---

Q. You didn’t have a previous—you said you had never previously actually arrested
Omar. You were there when---

A. I have been involved in his arrest, ves, but I don’t didn’t. I mean, I was there while
we were doing the arrest or the stop or the thing, but I don’t clearly remember. I can’t

tell you. Its been eight years so whether or not I ever wrote an Affidavit, I'd have to go
back and look.

On Pages 34 & 40 Sgt. Rodriguez explains that he would do “field interviews” or fill out
“field interview” cards relative to the defendants in the criminal case (Mr. Brown and Co-
defendant.). On page 50 Sgt. Rodriguez was asked about the allegations generally in the
search warrant and he explains:

A. You know there might have been information that I didn’t feel was relevant at the
time. So I tried to put what I believed to be the most important stuff to achieve a Search
Warrant

On page 71. Sgt. Rodriguez explains he has been a KWPD officer since September 1999.

With the above information from the deposition, cross referencing Mr. Browns Court
Cases and Arrest records since September 1999 shows that there were 8 court
cases/arrests which Sgt. Rodriguez may have been involved with. Ihave requested and
received from the KWPD Sgt. Rodriguez’s time sheets to document his work schedule
during the time periods Omar Brown was arrested.

A subsequent search of the
vehicle revealed a small quantity of marijuana on the passenger-side floorboard
and small glass fragments in the rear passenger-side armrest.

Brown matches the general physical description given by the
employees of Beachcomber Jewelers: he is a black male, approximately 5’8" tall,
and has a medium build. Your affiant is familiar with how Omar Brown dresses:
Brown often wears turtleneck sweaters and a distinctive knit cap with a short
visor. This clothing is consistent with what one assailant in the robbery was
reportedly wearing.

Your affiant hés been a Key West Police Officer for over six years. Your affiant

has been a detective in the Criminal investigation Unit for two years. Your affiant
has taken a variety of courses in criminal investigations.

Dear Sgt. Rodriguez:

The Citizen Review Board (CRB) is an independent board with authority to review and/or investigate
complaints involving Key West police officers and forward findings and/or recommendations to City
management, Chief of Police, State Attorney, other state and federal law enforcement agencies and/or
grand juries. You are the respondent in the abave referenced CRB file.

This particular file was forwarded to the Key West Police Department (K WPD) Internal A ffairs Division
(IA) for investigation in 2007. It was summarily returned to the CRB without an investigation since Mr.
Omar Brown is facing a criminal trial relative to facts alleged and outlined in the Mr. Brown’s complaint.
IA at the CRB meeting on January 12, 2009, continued to refuse to proceed with an investigation into this
matter. Mr. Brown insists that the CRB move forward to address this file regardless of his pending
criminal trial.

The CRB, prior to commencing its own investigation pursuant to section LO7(VIIXb)(6)iii) of the City of
Key West Charter, would like to extend an invitation to you to voluntarily cooperate in this matter and clear
up a simple issue as further explained herein. There is no obligation whatsoever that you respond or
voluntarily cooperate at this time, but such cooperation would show good faith and also eliminate the costs
incurred by the City in commencing a formal investigation.



Enclosed please find Mr. Omar Brown’s complaint and supplemental writings stating numerous allegations
of mis-conduct against yourself. The Board passed on all the issues alleged as beyond the Board’s

authority to review, except the allegation of untruthfulness. Specifically, Mr. Omar Brown alleges you

misrepresented to the court, under oath, that you arrested him in the past. Also enclosed please find a copy
of the subject affidavit apparently executed by you. Finally, enclosed please find a print out of public
records from the Monroe County Sheriff’s Office and the Clerk of the Court for Monroe County itemizing
Mr. Omar Brown'’s prior adult arrests and/or court actions.

It would be helpful to our office if you could simply identify which one of these arrests you were
referencing in your affidavit when you stated to the court that you had previously arrested Mr. Brown. If
the case, arrest or file is not on this enclosed list, could you please supply our office with information as to
what case you were referencing. 1 can then expeditiously research and confirm this fact and bring this to
the Board for final resolution. The CRB meets next on this matter on F ebruary 9, 2009, and you or your
representative are invited to attend at the Old City Hall at 6:00 p.m. located at 510 Greene Street, Key West
Florida, 33040. I will inform the Board of your response, or non-response to this offer at that time.

Further, please note section 1.07 of the City Charter which reads as follows:

VHI. Procedures related to city employees and witnesses.

(@) When a City of Key West employee, including police officers, appears
before the CRB in response to a request or subpoena, such employee shall be
formally advised prior to the commencement of testimony that if the employee has a
good-faith belief that the testimony would tend to be self-incriminating, and #, in
reliance upon that good-faith belief, the employee declines to answer any question,
that employee's decision not to provide testimony will not subject him or her to any
adverse employment consequences. Any employee who, after receiving such
advice, decides to testify or provide evidence, must sign a statement acknowledging
that the employee understands the advice and is testifying or providing evidence
voluntarily and knowingly.

Please feel free to forward this matter and this correspondence to your legal representative or union official
if you so desire. We hope that your voluntary cooperation in this matter will quickly bring this matter to a
fair and full conclusion.

Did you respond to the area?

A No, I did not respond to the area. Other people
had gone to the area, and I just held the fort, you
know.

At one point later on T drove out to
and spoke with the Officers. The Officers kept coming
to the Station, and 1 spoke with the main preople that
were involved.

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Jail, so he had her staying at his girlfriend’s house,
but they had just gotten kicked out.

MR. WUNSCH: You can ask some questions. I was
thinking of trying to wrap up his visit to the scene.

MR. ROTOLO: Yeah, go ahead and do that. I'm
sorry, I was - - Without really trying to jump back and
forth.

MR. WUNSCH: No, that'’s okay, no, no, no. One of
the problems just so you know is - - I know John'’s
probably the same way - - if a question leads to
something in my head, and I don’'t ask it - -

MR. ROTOLO: Then you forget, right, right.

THE WITNESS: Go ahead. I'm alright.

MR. WUNSCH: So, okay, and I think it looks like
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from looking at your Affidavit that you’'re indicating

that someone told you that one of these people was

black.

A Yes.

Q And that - - You know did - -

A That was a witness at the scene.

Q So that didn’t come through an Officer? That came

from a witness that you spoke with yourself?
Yes. They knew for sure the people were black.
At least one of them?

Mm hmm.

And do you remember who said that?

LA ol B oI

I think, no, one of the ladies. T can't tell you
from the top of my head what her name was.

Q And then did you conduct any other interviews at
the scene other than what we’ve talked about?

A Not that I recall. If I did, it’d be on paper.

Q And, regarding any significant information that you
gathered, whether from specific witnesses or from
talking to your Officers, is there anything else that we
didn’t talk about?

A I'm sure there is a lot, but - -

Q Well let’s try to get to it. What about
description of a firearm? Did you get a distinct

description of what kind of gun it was?
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A No, I don’t think personally I did.
Q Would - -
A Well what I did is basically get whatever basic

thing and then we take care of the victims and then we
normally what we do is we take them to the Station and
give them a thorough interview.

And did you do that?

No, I didn’t.

So a different Officer would?

Right, exactly. Normally that’s how it is.

o or 0 B OO

And you don’t recall anybody giving you a specific
description of a weapon? Care to say?
A I remember there was one, yeah, but I don’t

remember what it was.

Q Do you know who gave it? Was it one of the
victims?

A No.

Q And do you recall any other - - did any of them

give you any sort of any of this information or
testimony to indicate whether it was an operational
firearm or not?

A No.

Q So nobody was close enough to tell you that it was,
you know, a revolver, an automatic, rusty, not rusty,

black, blue, silver, chrome? Nothing like that?
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A I remember that, you know again I’'d have to look in
my notes but for example at the robbery at Bourbon
Street, they told me the gun looked a little bit old,
and I remember thinking that this might have been the
same one.
Q And when they got - - I mean I've got one where
(unintelligible), this, that and the other, nothing
matches it again.
A I don’t remember hearing anything like that.
o) What about any sort of distinguishing tattoos or
anything on any exposed skin?
A I know from my robbery, the one that I did at 801,

remember that there were some tattoos, some warts.

0 What about this one?
A I don’'t, I don’'t recall.
Q And now you had said that Laquenton has - - just

like Omar’s got his style of dress, and you actually
went so far as to describe that in the Warrant. I
notice an absence regarding anything about Mr. Cade. Is
that fair to say that nothing about the way these people
were dressed made you think of Laguenton Cade? Is that
fair to say?

A What was I going to tell you? No, the actual
robbery made me think of Lagquenton Cade.

Q Right, but I'm - -
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A Because I remember that we were thinking oh, he’s
going to do it again any time soon. And, you know, we
would of been doing field interviews of them all the
time. Yeah, he dresses very flashy, and I'm sure he’s
not going to work dressed like that for a robbery.
Q But the question is you did take steps to point out
that there was somebody that dressed like Brown, but you
didn’'t do that about Cade. Nothing made you think

Lagquenton Cade. About appearance - -

A Just the actions.
0 Just that it was (unintelligible) the robbery.
A Right. The way he came in and all that. You know,

the same, that was his modus on video at the Bourbon
Street.

o] Okay. When you said the way he came in, are you
talking about something that was relayed to you from the
victims?

A Right.

Q Who told you (unintelligible) ?

A One of the ladies that, you know, said that he came
in, pointed a gun and blah, blah, blah.

0 What else? He pointed a gun. Would he have said
something specifically?

A I don’'t remember specifically, because I don’'t have

my notes in front of me. However, I remember thinking
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thinking in my head that I, that this is, you know,
yeah, it’s him.

Q Okay. They were so - - when YOou say you’'re sure
there’s more, I mean we really have to talk about it now
because we're - - we have a Judge that’'s sort of pushing
us along, and I don’'t want to have to try to re-depose
you once you get your notes or anything like that. So
really think a little bit. I mean, that’s kind of a
significant piece of information there that someone told

you that someone came in the same way that - -

A I remember I, okay, more, like more - - Okay, what
are we talking about? The details of what happened at
that moment?

Q Yes.

A Okay, - -

Q Anything that got told to you that - -

A Have to tell you I'm sorry but I do not, you know,
I mean I can only get what I remember, and it’s been
over two years, and if I don’'t have my folder, and I
don’t know where the file is.

Q Listen, don’t - - I’'m not trying to intimidate you
to do anything wrong. It’s fine. I'm just saying that
this is our one opportunity to take the deposition, so

let’s make sure that we get everything we can and to
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take it piece by piece. Let’s try to finish up with the

scene. Otherwise we’'re going to be here until tomorrow.

Okay. The scene at the house?
No, at the jewelry store.
Okay, I - -

You think we’re done?

I think we’re done, yeah.

(O R S I T o T

So we got somehow the description of a vehicle, a
white car that might or might not have - -

A Been involved.

Q Been involved. And then we have the description of
the suspects, a description of a weapon. You can’t

think of anything else?

A The bandana that was worn.
Q Okay, both of the individuals have a bandana?
A I don't recall. I remember that there was a real

good description of one of them, the second one.
Q Alright, so did you then, if you remember, did you

proceed from Beachcomber and go to the Station?

A Yes.

0 Or did you go to Eagle Avenue? Was it Duck or
Eagle?

A Eagle.

Q Not Duck?
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A Yeah. I didn’t go to the Eagle Avenue thing. I
just - - as soon as I got to the Station, things started
falling into place, and I remember that I got the
information that, while I was at the Station, that they
had found - - that they had - - T said how’d you guys
end up at this house. Then they told me about this lady
calling in a stolen car, blah, blah, blah. Then when
they got there, they had a hammer and something else
they found that was in, you know - - Don Guevremont went
out there to see if this stuff matched. And then from
there I remember I started thinking okay, I'm going to
write a Warrant, and you know might have enough here for
a PC for a Warrant. I got a hold of Wilson, and we went
from there.
Q Okay. So, so, your understanding is the way that
Barrios and Warren, eventually Lipinski, end up at the

resident’s address on Duck Avenue.

A Right.

Q Why they end up at Duck Avenue is - -

A Originally over that car.

Q Over a stolen car?

A Exactly. And then it evolved from there to the
markings on stuff that - - the hammer and stuff that was

out there.

Q And, John, did you want to ask a couple of
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gquestions about the scene, or do you want me to keep
going or?

MR. ROTOLO: Keep going till you’re finished and
then I - -

MR. WUNSCH: Okay, sure. So we obviously, we sort
of bounced around a little bit, so is it my
understanding then is that you were relayed some

information from the scene through Zamora and Barrios.

You’'re not a hundred percent who - - perhaps even
Lipinski - - calls (unintelligible).

A Correct, right.

Q And now tell me again so at some point there’s a

table with gloves and a hammer on it, right?

A Right.

Q And then all of a sudden the gloves were gone, but
the hammer’s still there?

A Right. Like they heard a door. They went to - -
they walked towards the front of the house or something
like that, and then they heard a door slam. They go

back. The gloves are gone.

Q Now - ~
A The hammer’s still there.
Q Now did they pick the hammer up and seize it? Did

they bring the hammer to the Station, and then you guys

looked at it and stuff?
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A Uh, I don’t know. I think, I believe Guevremont
went out there and recovered it. I don’t know at what
point he prepared anything if he was at the Station or,

I mean, you got to read this report to see what.

Q But in any event it definitely - -

A Matched the - -

Q So now what - - the matching was based on what?

A You’d have to ask Guevremont.

Q Okay. But somehow the hammer is tied to the
robbery?

A Right.

Q And is that pretty much it as far as the probable

cause to get a Warrant to go in their house?

A Then on top of that we had the dogs, Daschel
(phonetic), which is Keith Rendueles’ dog.

Q Right.

A And he, they had done and he had searched the car,
and I guess there was con&rolled substance inside of the
car they believed there to be. Subsequent of the search

of the vehicle revealed marijuana.

Q Well what’s the relevance of that regarding the
Warrant?

A And as well there was also glass fragments.

Q Okay, now is that discussed in you Warrant

application?
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A Yeah. There were glass fragments on one side of

the vehicle.

Q And now this is - - this vehicle is not been

reported stolen?

A Correct.

Q This is a red Honda, right?

A Yeah, this is the girlfriend’s car.

Q Okay, so what is the significance of finding glass

in the vehicle that wasn'’t reported as having anything
to do with anything?

A Well it was my understanding that what happened is
they borrowed a car. They use that car, and then they
got in the other car and came back to the house. It's
my understanding. There was broken glass there. I
don’'t know if somehow at some point somebody got in
there and dropped some glass. I don‘t really know
exactly how to tie all this together. I’'m just telling
you that’s what they told me.

Q And what - - was the glass - - T understand there
was some sort of an analysis made to tie the hammer and
the type of scratches to cases of protective glass. Was
the same thing done regarding glass that was found in
the vehicle outside of the residence?

A I couldn’t tell you that. Guevremont is in charge

of Crime Scene investigation, and he would have done
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most of those things.
Q (Unintelligible).

MR. ROTOLO: Yeah, Rick, we actually did his depo.
This glass didn’t have anything to do with the robbery
as it turned out. It was from a broken window in the
car. A window that had been broken in the car.

MR. WUNSCH: Um, the marijuana that was found in
the red Honda, is there something that, other than the
time that it had been parked out front, is there
something that led to the residence?

A No, nothing seemed like it to me. I'm just stating
the chain of events.

Q I guess what I'm wondering is regarding the
application for a Warrant, what would the relevance of
some marijuana being found in a vehicle have to do with
this, I guess? I'm just asking, right.

A I think I just wrote it there because it was
explained to me that that had happened so I wrote it in
there, and I didn’t know whether or not the glass had
anything to do with it at the time.

Q Okay. Also, well, when you came - - and so you put
the Warrant together with information that was given you
by others, correct?

A Right.

Q Did - - and then at some point before the
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application for a Warrant was made, you actually went
out to the residence?

A No.

Q Okay, you did not. Okay.

A I believe I went to the residence after I got the
Warrant. I mean once I got started on this, I didn’'t

stop until it was done and signed by Judge, everything,

so.
0 How long did it take you to put it together?
A Few hours. I remember it was dark by the time we

got to the house. It did get dark.

Q Can you think of any other information that was
given to you from other Officers at the house before?

A Yeah, remember that Omar Brown came out. He wanted

to leave to go get food, and he took off.

0 Did he come back?

A Nope, never came - - well he came back, you know.
(unintelligible)

Q Well, (unintelligible). Did anybody else try to
leave?

A I don‘t believe so.

Q If you’re trying to tie the white car with the four

black males to this crime, any idea who the other two

were?

A I don’t personally know. T mean, I could imagine
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it was probably Terrell or somebody else, I don’t know.
Q And - -

A I mean this guy has something on Laquenton Cade. T
mean the, yeah, he’s got association with several other
people he could have used.

0 Do - - I guess I'm - - anything else other than
what you just mentioned about Brown leaving the
residence before you were there? Anything else as far
as information that was relayed to you from other
officers before you brought the Warrant to the house?

A We have the stuff about the car, the marijuana, I
don’t know. That the striations in the head of the
hammer appear to be consistent with the marks on the - -
at the scene. Furthermore the jewelry cases had stain
marks that appear to be consistent with the rust found
on the head of the hammer. The head of the hammer was
lightly rusted and had the striations prior to use.
During the scene I guess the - - they had used a hammer

to smash the glass jewelry cases. So that was - -

MR. ROTOLO: Did that come from one of the victims?

A Yes.
MR. MADRUGA: Gentlemen, can I interrupt you for

just a brief recess?
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MR. ROTOLO: Okay, we’re back from our short break
and recording again.

MR. WUNSCH: What I was trying to (unintelligible).

I guess what I was trying to get to is do we have all

the information that was given to you whether it made it
to the Warrant or not? Any information that was relayed
to you from the Officers that were on the scene,
obviously trying to figure out a way to get into the
house, anything else they told you that we haven'’t
talked about yet?
A You know there might have been information that I
didn’'t feel was relevant at the time. So I tried to put
what I believed to be the most important stuff to
achieve a Search Warrant.
Q And we got to that, we were there. We talked about
everything that was in the Warrant, correct?
A Correct.
Q And then the - - I guess the last thing that to
sort of talk about is when you got there, were you like
one of the first Officers into the house once you had a
Warrant or did - -
A I don’t recall. I remember I went in the house at

one point. I don‘t think I was involved with the entry.

Q And do you remember - - there was an Officer
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apparently that was posted, I think it was actually
Officer Sutherland, that was posted there to sort of
make sure that nobody came or went or if they did, try

to detain them? Do you know anything about that?

A No.
Q You would have been - -
A I remember Zamora was there on scene, and then I

remember somebody wanted to leave and he called, and 1
said we don’t think have any reason to be able to stop
anybody. I mean or to, not anybody move along that, you
know, go on their way, you know. That's why I guess he
let Omar go, you know. Said he wanted to go get food.

I don’t think we had enough to keep anybody.

Q Did - - John, do you want to ask any questions
before we move on to the scene or do you want me just to
finish up with him?

MR. ROTOLO: Let’s just finish up. Whatever you’'re
going to do so that I don't keep interrupting you and
then I'11 ask - - I’'1l1 have some questions about
probably every aspect of this.

MR. WUNSCH: Regarding then when you actually got
the Warrant signed by the Judge and got to the
residence, tell me about what you saw, what you found,
who told you what.

A I did a little walk through. That was it. Tt
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wasn’'t really my case, you know. T gathered, you know,
whatever people told me that they felt that they wanted
to tell me, what they found or what they didn’t find.
That was it.

Q Did you take custody of any of the evidence?

A I don’'t recall, sir. If T did, it would be in
Property. I believe,that normally Guevremont with
somebody else does that. I was just there more for like
security type thing.

Q And did you take, personally take, any statements
from the people that was on the scene, I'm sorry, from
the people that were found in the residence?

A Um, I believe T exchanged words with a few of them,
but, and I was there where they were talking to other
people, to other investigators, and I believe that, you
know, if there was anything important, I would have
written it down in my report.

0 Did - - do you recall looking at quotation marks
around anything that anybody, any of the suspects, Mr.
Cade, - -

A I learned a whole life story of these people. I
wasn’t aware of who was related to who and this and
that. I remember that a lot of it I learned there
because, you know, it was (unintelligible). I'm thinking

okay, the ex-wife lives over there, what the hell is
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hell is this kid living over here? And what happened is
he just got out of Jail, and he screwed up so they
kicked him out.

MR. ROTOLO: Talking about Dominic?
A Right. About Dominic, and (unintelligible). I
remember talking to Dominic. Dominic was like listen,
the man has done nothing but help me out. I can’'t tell
you anything and nobody told me that, something at
first, you know.

MR. WUNSCH: This is about who? From Dominic.
A Omar Brown.

So Dominic was Omar Brown'’s stepson?
A Stepson or (unintelligible), I don’t know

something, I don’t know.

0 His name is Dominic Terrell, correct?

A Yeah.

Q So, and it is Maria Terrell - - Maria Terrell is -
A Right.

Q - - his sister, correct? Or is he the son?

A I believe - - I don’t know.

MR. ROTOLO: Maria’s the mother of Dominic.

MR. WUNSCH: Okay.

MR. ROTOLO: But I don’'t think Omar is the father

of Dominic.
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MR. WUNSCH: Okay.

MR. ROTOLO: It might have been, yeah they were
married, stepfather, that what’s T believe.

MR. WUNSCH: I got you. So Dominic didn't make any
statements against Omar?
A Yeah, he didn’t want to because he said I can’'t say
anything because, you know, the man’s done nothing but
help me.

Did Dominic have anything to say about Lagquenton?

I don’'t recall.

Q
A
Q And Dominic didn’t get arrested?
A No, I don’t think so.

Q Why not?

A I wouldn’t be able to tell yYou. Probably because
they couldn’t prove he was involved. I don’t know.

Q And then how did you prove that Lagquenton was
involved?

A We gathered probable cause and did it.

Q But, so when you got there, Dominic Terrell was at

the house, right?

A Dominic? Yes.

Q Because he talked to you about Omar?
A Yes.

Q So he must have been in the house?
A Yes.
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And was Keith Edgerton at the house?
I don’'t remember.

And was Laquenton Cade at the house?

PO ¥ 0O

No, I think he had - - yeah, he might have been
taken into custody already. I don't really recall.
Q And so - -
A Oh, yeah, yeah, yeah, he was taken into custody,
because I remember when I walked in the Station, he took
a dive on the floor.

MR. ROTOLO: Say what?
A And he started yelling. He saw me walk by the
interview room - -
Q Uh huh.
A - - and he took a dive on the floor and he started
don’t beat me, don’'t beat me.- -
Q (Laughter).
A A couple of bosses were standing there, he didn’t
see them, and they were like oh my god, can’t believe we
have to live with this, you know. Yeah, I know, that'’s
what I get.

MR. WUNSCH: Sure you didn't trip him? C'mon.
A No, unless I could stop time and jump in there. I
mean it was like ten feet away, you know. Oh by the
way, it’s on video.

0 (unintelligible). Alright, well I guess if you
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don’t know, you don’t know, but if Laquenton was in the
house and that'’'s why he got arrested, and Dominic was in
the house and didn’'t get arrested, I'm just sort of
wondering what is it that led to Laguenton getting
arrested.

A Well, you'’d have to ask the person that put all
this together.

Q And that would be Lipinski?

A Yes. I could tell you there was a lot of stuff
that she worked on and put together, but - -

Q SO you - - now there was some jewelry found in the

residence, correct?

A I believe so.
Q Do you know where it was found? Did you find it
yourself?

No, I didn’t do that.

SO0 you didn’t participate in the search?

No. I remember I looked around, but I didn’t - -
How many people did it appear that lived there?

Three or four.

LI S o e T

And did - - like did Laquenton have a
(unintelligible)?

A Supposedly it’s the girlfriend and Omar and - -
three, I believe.

Q And did like Laquenton appear to have a bedroom of
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his own or?
A I don’'t know.
Q And so Dominic Terrell was there, was there any

other roommates that were there?

A I don’'t know.
Q How many of the rocommates that weren’'t there?
A I can’t recall. That would have been documented by

somebody else.

Q And did you, once Laguenton was in the Stationrand
he had his little episode, did you ever participate in
his interrogation at the Station?

A I believe I think after that happened - - I was
going to walk in and go talk to him, but after that I
was like ooh, good luck.

Q Did - -~ So you didn’t like sit down and question
him about the other robberies and this one and anything
like that?

A I couldn‘t tell you. I remember I tried to talk to
him at some point, the best I could do. I remember him
doing the little act and - -

0 But he didn’t have a significant discussion with
you or else obviously you would have written it down and
(unintelligible) ?

A Right. Exactly.

Q Can -~ -
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Do you have my report, by the way?
I, I - -
I mean I - -

I'm sure I have that now.

PO om0

- - I'm trying to look for this folder at the
Station prior to coming here, and the best I could come
up with was with what didn’t get erased.

Q Well, let me - - well John is looking for it. Let
me ask you a couple of follow-up questions. Can you -
Now it’s been kind of a long depo, about an hour and a
half or so, and John’'s got some questions for you.
We’'ve already - - the subjects that I covered, can you
think of anything significant that we haven’'t talked
about?

A No, I remember though the investigation didn’'t end
there. That it was, you know, it went on for a while
after. I remember that it was, you know, jewelry that
was found. I remember there were conversations that

were looked into.

Q Conversations between whom?

A Between the people at the Jail and other people.
Q Do you know anything - -

A That was - - I didn’'t take care of that, somebody

else did. I know that, you know, that, you know, that,

you know, basically it was Lipinski’s case. She worked
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this case. She did the work on it, and I had other work
to do.

Q Well, I don’t have anymore questions. I'm sure
that Mr. Rotolo does.

MR. ROTOLO: Yeah, I have just a few though,
(unintelligible) may lead to more. I'm interested in
the business about Mr. Brown talking to you about these

other robberies.

A Right.
Q How did that come about?
A He called me. I was working at the Police Station.

He called me.

Q He called and asked for you specifically?
A Yeah, I think he called my cell phone as a matter
of fact. And he just wanted to talk to me. He said,
listen, I got some information for you. I need some
money. I need to get out of here, and I said, well,
what do you got? You know?

Q He said, he’s got-? Okay, that was going to be one
of my questions. His motivation was that he’s trying to

get some money?

A Right.
Q You were giving him some?
A He was trying to get some money. I mean, he said

that he was very scared to talk about it because he said
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said I'm rolling with some bad dudes and this and that.
Q Could we put this in some sort of, I mean I know

you’'re not going to remember exactly when, but in a time

context?

A Yeah, I was - -

Q Shortly before this?

A It was right after the Bourbon Street robbery.
Q Okay, and - -

A And that was, you know, I think it was within a

couple of weeks of that.

Q Okay, but he calls you?

A Mm hmm.

Q Tells you he needs some money. He wants to get out
of town, and what information does he give you?

A He tells me that he’'s really with some bad dudes,
and he’s, you know, he asked me you know who this is,
right? And I said yeah, I can tell by your voice who
this is, and he tells me well, you know I can get you
the gun. I'm trying to figure out where the gun’'s at,
but I'11 give you more information, keep an eye on this
guy. I can’t do much more just keep an eye on this guy,
and he told me to keep an eye on Cade.

Q Okay, did you know Cade?

A Yeah.

Q Okay, and - -
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A Yeah, I know the whole Cade family.
Q Is it a lot of conversations with Omar? Or just
this one or?
A There was like three or four. Some of them, you
know, were at two o’clock in the morning where he called
me at my house, so I didn’t have time to record them,
but.
Q So he’s telling you that Cade is involved in these

two robberies?

A Yes.
Q Is he saying that he also was involved or?
A No, he told me at some point I screwed up or

something to that sort, you know. Where I was like, uh,
you're involved, you know, but I had a feeling he was

going, but he couldn’t, you know, all it was it was just
an idea that I, you know, from talking to him that I was

gathering in my head. 1 couldn’'t - -

Q Well, were these two robberies éolved?

A The other two?

0 Yeah, the Bourbon Street and the jewelry store.
A I don’'t believe so.

MR. WUNSCH: I can tell you that the jewelry store
robbery was charged to Cade at different times.
MR. ROTOLO: That’s the one that always comes to

Court, his wife?
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MR. WUNSCH: Yes.

MR. ROTOLO: Okay. So that - - Cade was charged.
Only Cade-?
A Yeah. I remember the - - T got to tell you though,

as far as I got with the robbery at Bourbon Street,

which is the one where he told me he did it for sure.

o) That Brown told you that Cade did it?
A That Cade did it, yeah. That he - - that as far as

I went is having the video halved, and we couldn’t get

anything.
Q Okay.
A I sent away for a Trid (phonetic) prints and I

pressed on that, and it was kind of funny because I sent
the prints away. I sent them a disk to compare with the
prints from - -

Q Cade?

A Yeah, from Miami Dade that were the full, you know,
palms and everything, and then they returned it. They
had dusted the disk itself, which is kind of funny.

(Laughter) Yeah, so I had to call them back and - -

Q Got your prints!
A And they said - - Yeah, they got my prints and they

couldn’t identify them which is funny. And I said oh
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oh great, now I'm in there.

Q Did Brown seem to know the details of these

robberies when you spoke to him?

A Yeah, vyeah.

Q S0, okay - -

A He convinced me he knew what was going on.

0 So nobody ever got charged in the Bourbon Street?
A Right. Because I told him, I said listen, there’'s

- - I know there’s somebody else involved in this thing,
and he’s like, you know, 1like (unintelligible) well,
yeah, but I can’t tell you that, uh, uh. You know it
was kind of like.

Q Well, there was a security video in the Jjewelry

store or was there?

A Uh, which one?

Q The jewelry store that got, I'm sorry, the guy that
died.

A I have no idea. That was, uh - -

Q That was - -

A Yeah, that was Caruso’s case,

0 Okay, how about the Bourbon Street? Dpid they have
some sort of video?

A Bourbon Street had video, however, T sent it away
to get it enhanced, and at that time I got promoted to

Sergeant, and so I left the case. I don’'t know who took
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took over it.
Okay.
I believe it was Matt Haley.
Both of these robberies were by black males?
Yes.

You could - - he was very covered. In this one he
had covered. He was wearing, Cade was wearing a, I
believe it was - - fuck.

PURPOSE

It is the purpose of this directive to define the
legal authority vested in sworn members,
describe authorized use of discretion, and
provide guidelines for using alternatives to arrest
by Key West Police Department members in the
performance of their duties.

It shall be the policy of the Key West Police
Department to allow for the use of proper
discretion by members in the performance of
their duties. The use of discretion may include
alternatives to arrest, however, any action taken
shall be within the limits of legal, ethical, and
moral behavior.

Specific responsibilities and requirements are
contained in this Directive for:

All Sworn Personnel

01.05.01 LEGAL AUTHORITY

01.05.01.01 The Federal - Constitution and
The Florida Constitution define the scope and
limits of law enforcement authority as it pertains
to the enforcement of laws, statutes and
ordinances.

01.05.01.02 FS 943.10(14) defines “Officer’
as “any person employed or appointed as a full-
time, part-time, or auxiliary law enforcement

officer, correctional officer, or correctional
probation officer.” The City of Key West is an
employing agency in accordance with Florida
State Statute 943.10(4) with the constitutional or
statutory authority to employ or appoint persons
as “Officers”.

* Full-Time Law Enforcement Officer

FS 943.10(1) defines Law Enforcement
Officer as “any person who is elected,
appointed, or employed full time by any
municipality or the state or any political
subdivision thereof; who is vested with
authority to bear arms and make arrests; and
whose  primary responsibility is the
prevention and detection of crime or the
enforcement of the penal, criminal, traffic, or
highway laws of the state. ...

The City of Key West - Department of Police
employs persons to carry out the duties and
responsibilities  of “Law  Enforcement
Officers”. These sworn members are vested
with the legal authority to carry out those
duties and responsibilities as defined in FS
943.10(1). These individuals are regularly
employed, full-time employees who have
successfully completed a basic law
enforcement academy in accordance with the
Florida Department of Law Enforcement’s
Division of Criminal Justice Standards and
Training Commission (CJSTC).

* Auxiliary Law Enforcement Officer

FS 943.10(8) defines Auxiliary law
enforcement officer as “any person employed
or appointed, with or without compensation,
who aids or assists a full-time or part-time
law enforcement officer and who, while under
the direct supervision of a full-time or part-
time law enforcement officer, has the
authority to arrest and perform law
enforcement functions.”

The City of Key West — Department of Police
appoints persons to carry out the duties and
responsibilities of "Auxiliary Law Enforcement
Officers”. These sworn members are vested
with the legal authority to carry out those
duties and responsibilities as defined in FS
943.10(8). These individuals are not
regularly employed or compensated. They
have successfully completed an auxiliary law
enforcement officer academy in accordance
with the Florida Department of Law
Enforcement’'s Division of Criminal Justice
Standards and  Training  Commission
(CJSTC). Defined by the Key West Police
Department as Auxiliary Officers, they may
exercise law enforcement authority only
under the direct supervision of a full-time or
part-time law enforcement officer.

* Part-Time Law Enforcement Officer

FS 943.10(6) defines Part-time law
enforcement officer as “any person employed
or appointed less than full time, as defined by
an employing agency, with or without
compensation, who is vested with authority to
bear arms and make arrests and whose
primary responsibility is the prevention and
detection of crime or the enforcement of the
penal, criminal, traffic, or highway laws of the
state.

The City of Key West — Department of Police
appoints persons to carry out the duties and
responsibilities of “Part-Time Law
Enforcement  Officers”. These sworn
members are vested with the legal authority
to carry out those duties and responsibilities
as defined in FS 943.10(6). These
individuals are not regularly employed or
compensated. Defined by Key West Police
Department as Auxiliary Officer I, they have
successfully completed a basic law
enforcement academy in accordance with the
Florida Department of Law Enforcement's
Division of Criminal Justice Standards and
Training Commission (CJSTC).

01.05.02 USE OF DISCRETION

01.05.02.01 Law enforcement is not an exact
science. Therefore, members must use
discretion in the performance of their routine
duties. In some cases when an arrest or citation
might be lawful, the Officer must consider certain
mitigating circumstances and exercise the
discretion not to arrest or not to issue the citation.
When an Officer is deciding whether or not to

make an arrest, what should be going through
the Officer's mind is, “should | arrest’, instead of,
‘can | arrest”. Public empathy and respect for the
law can be enhanced by the careful and judicious
use of discretion.

01.05.02.02 The Chief of Police and his staff
expect each member to rely upon his experience,
training, compassion, good judgment and advice
of supervisors in order to guide them toward
morally justified and lawful decisions. Members
must always act reasonably and within the limits
of their authority as defined by Florida Statutes
and judicial interpretation. This will ensure the
rights of individuals, as well as the general public,
are protected. When a member is in doubt as to
whether or not discretion should be exercised, he
should consult his Supervisor.

01.05.02.03 In  the absence of any
constitutional, statutory or court ordered
mandate, members have the authority to exercise
discretion in the performance of their duties.
Nothing in this paragraph, however, is intended
to relieve the Officer from his responsibility to
take a person into custody when the offense
committed is of a serious nature and any other
alternative would expose the public to risk.

01.05.02.04 ALTERNATIVES TO ARREST

The use of discretion is not limited to arrests and
may arise in many other situations, including
traffic offenses, calls for service, settling disputes,
etc. The key is to use good judgment within the

limits of legal, ethical and moral behavior.

01.05.02.05 Consistent with the phitosophy
and practice of community oriented policing, it is
the policy of the Key West Police Department to
allow for the use of alternatives to arrest when
appropriate for the circumstances and when
within the limits of legal, ethical, and moral
behavior. Notwithstanding any requirements of
law, the Chief of Police may establish acceptable
parameters of discretion and alternatives to
arrest to be followed by sworn members of this
Department. Not intended to be all-inclusive,
below are examples of currently acceptable
parameters of discretion and alternatives to
arrest:

Verbal Warnings for Traffic Infractions

When appropriate, a member may use a verbal
warning for a minor traffic infraction in lieu of
issuing a traffic citation.

Verbal Warnings for Minor Criminal Offenses
When appropriate, a member may use a verbal
warning for a minor misdemeanor offense in lieu
of an arrest.

Notice To Appear

When appropriate and allowed under State of
Florida Rule of Criminal Procedure 3.125, a
member may issue a “Notice to Appear” for a
non-traffic related misdemeanor in lieu of a
custodial arrest.

Note: Florida Rule of Criminal Procedure 3.125
reads: If a person is arrested for an offense
declared to be a misdemeanor of the first or
second degree or a violation, or is arrested for
violation of a municipal or county ordinance
triable in the county, and demand to be taken
before a magistrate is not made, notice to appear
may be issued by the arresting officer unless:

1) The accused fails or refuses to sufficiently
identify himself or herself or supply the
required information;

2) The accused refuses to sign the notice to
appear;

3) The officer has reason to believe that the
continued liberty of the accused constitutes
an unreasonable risk of bodily injury to the
accused or others;

4) The accused has no ties with the jurisdiction
reasonably sufficient to assure the accused’s
appearance or there is substantial risk that
the accused will refuse to respond to the
notice;

5) The officer has any suspicion that the
accused may be wanted in any jurisdiction;
or

6) The accused appears to have previously
failed to respond to a notice or a summons or
has violated the conditions of any pretrial
release program.

Release With Signature on Traffic Citation

When appropriate, a member may release the
driver with his signature and a court date for a
misdemeanor traffic related offense in lieu of a
custodial arrest.

Juvenile Civil Citation

When appropriate, and allowed under the
provisions of the Juvenile Civil Citation Program,
a member may release a juvenile who has

committed a misdemeanor offense after issuing
him/her a Juvenile Civil Citation, {See section
01.05.02.07 of this directive for complete details
regarding the Juvenile Civil Citation Programy.

Referral to the State Attorney’s Office

When appropriate, a member may prepare an
Offense / Incident Report on the matter and refer
the victim/complainant to the Monroe County
State Attorney's Office in lieu of an immediate
arrest.  This option should be reserved for
situations where the Officer may not make a
warrantless arrest for an offense not committed in
his presence, or where conflicting statements or
the lack of evidence make for insufficient
probable cause for an arrest. When this option is
elected, the victim/complainant will need to
secure a copy of the report from the KWPD
Records Division before proceeding to the State
Attorney's Office.

Investigation by Bureau of Criminal Investigations
When appropriate, a member may prepare an
Offense / Incident Report to be forwarded to the
Bureau of Criminal Investigations for further
investigation when an immediate arrest is not
supported by sufficient probable cause.

Securing a Warrant

When appropriate, a member may secure an
arrest warrant in lieu of an immediate arrest.

Marchman Act

When appropriate and allowed under FS Chapter
397, a member may take an intoxicated person
who has committed a minor misdemeanor
offense into protective custody under the
Marchman Act in lieu of an arrest.

Baker Act

When allowed under FS Chapter 394 and in
accordance with General Order - 03.10 “Baker
Act’, a member may take a person who has
committed a misdemeanor offense into protective
custody under the Baker Act in lieu of an arrest.

Outside Agencies

When appropriate, a member may refer the case
to another agency of competent jurisdiction, with
approval of his Supervisor: or refer the
victim/complainant to another agency established
specifically for handling cases of that nature.

01.05.02.06 MANDATORY ARRESTS

The use of discretion shall not be authorized in
certain  circumstances  where department
directives, State Statutes and City ordinances

Key West Police Directives Manual
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establish specific procedures for members to
follow, for instance:

* A person who violates a Domestic Violence
injunction for protection shall be subject to
custodial arrest.

01.05.02.07 JUVENILE CIVIL CITATION

A Program QOverview

The Juvenile Civil Citation Program, derived from

FS 985.301, is administered in Monroe County by

the Juvenile Diversion Services Division of the

Monroe County Sheriff's Office. Implemented in

1992, it offers early intervention, counseling,

education, and other appropriate  community

resources to divert juveniles who commit
misdemeanors from the juvenile criminal justice
system.

B. Who Is Eligible
The person must be under the age of 18 and a

resident of Monroe County who commits a
criminal misdemeanor violation of State law or
municipal ordinance.

C. Who Is Ineligible

The juvenile is not eligible when restitution must
be paid or when two or more previous juvenile
dispositions exist.

D. Procedures for the Officer

When the law enforcement officer encounters a
juvenile, and there is reasonable belief that the
law has been violated, the juvenile shali be
temporarily detained. If the Officer determines
that the juvenile is eligible for the Civil Gitation
Program as described in paragraphs “C” and “D"
above, the Officer may issue a Juvenile Civil
Citation in lieu of arrest as long as the juvenile
agrees to the program.

The Officer shall explain the procedures the
juvenile must follow, which are located on the
backside of the gold copy of the citation. They
are:

1) The juvenile is required to have the parent or
legal guardian sign the Citation form
indicating approval to participate in the Civil
Citation Program.

2) The juvenile and his/her parent or legal
guardian shall report to the Civil Citation
Program office within seven (7) working days
of the date the citation was issued.

3) The juvenile will be assigned sanctions by
the Civil Citation Counselor, which shall
include community service work, and may
include  counseling referrals,  urinalysis
monitoring, apology letters, essays, etc. as
appropriate.

The Officer must submit the white copy of the
citation to the Civil Citation Program office,
located at the Sheriff’s Office, by the next working
day following the issuance of the citation.

E. Special Considerations by the Officer

A Juvenile Civil Citation may be issued for an
offense not committed in the Officer's presence,
but who are otherwise subject to arrest, (ie:
shoplifting).

A Citation issued for possession of illegal drugs
and/or alcohol will require contact with the parent
or legal guardian before the juvenile may be
released.

F. Rejection of the Program

The child, parent, or legal guardian has the
option to accept or reject the Citation or
participation in the Program. Refusal of the
juvenile to accept the Citation, or rejection by the
parent or guardian, removes the juvenile from the
Civil Citation Program. The case is then referred
to the court for processing.

G. Failure to Comply with the Program

If the juvenile fails to complete the Civil Citation
Program sanctions in a timely manner, or when
there is a subsequent law violation while the child
is enrolled with the Program, the child will be
violated and referred back to the court for
processing through the judicial system.

H. Length of the Program

The child will have thirty days to successfully
complete the assigned sanctions. An extension
of fifteen (15) days may be granted for
completion of other special conditions such as
drug/alcohol or anger management counseling.

The responsibility and
authority for oversight of this process within the Key West Police Department is
vested within the Bureau of Professional Standards, Office of Internal Affairs.

Q. Who can file a complaint against a member of the Key West Police

Department?
A. Any person who has direct standing in the matter, or who has either witnessed

or who has direct knowledge of an incident in question.

How do [ file a complaint?

Complaints will be accepted by the Key West Police Department in person, by
telephone, letter or e-mail. Although the Department encourages the complainant
to provide his/her name and contact information in the event the Department
needs to re-establish contact, anonymous complaints will also be received and
processed to the extent possible with the information given. To expedite the
handling of your complaint and to provide for more personal attention to the
matter, it is preferred that you speak directly to the subject member’s
immediate supervisor. If that supervisor is unavailable, you should speak
directly with the on-duty Watch Supervisor. If your complaint is about the
supervisor, you should speak to the next higher level supervisor in his/her
chain of command or directly to the Internal Affairs Inspector. Often times
complaints are made as a result of a misunderstanding of the law or
department procedures. You will be provided a copy of this document, which
explains the Department’s complaint procedure. If after discussing the matter

with the supervisor you wish to continue with the process, your complaint will
be documented on a Personnel Complaint Form.

If you have not already provided one, you will also be asked to provide a sworn
statement either verbally or in writing.

Q. What happens to my complaint?
A. After the necessary paperwork is received, your complaint will be reviewed, and

if necessary, assigned to an investigator. It may be necessary for the
investigator to speak with you. The investigator’s completed report will be
reviewed and a conclusion of fact will be made based on preponderance of the
evidence.

Q. Will I be notified of the results?

A. Yes. You will receive a letter confirming receipt of your complaint. You will
likewise be informed of its disposition.

Q. Will I be allowed to see the completed case?

A. Yes. Under the Florida’s Public Records Law, all completed cases become

public record and are available for inspection at a time that is mutually
convenient to you and the Department. To view any completed case, please
make contact with the Internal A ffairs Inspector during normal business hours.

Q. What are my responsibilities?

A. The greater responsibility falls upon the Department. You basically have only
one responsibility: To provide only factual and truthful information;
willfully providing information that you know or believe to be false is a crime
punishable under law.

Q. How can I compliment a member of your Department for a job well done?

A. Police personnel often times are required to make immediate decisions in the

face of very difficult circumstances. The Department welcomes your comments
and appreciates knowing that you recognize the service our dedicated men and
woman provide to their community. You may send your comments to the
Office of the Chief of Police or the Commander of the Bureau of Professional
Standards.
