Captain Morgan and the City of Key West sponsor SAFE RIDE FREE Shuttle bus services for the grand 
parade event on Saturday, October 30, 2010, from 5:00 pm until 2:00 am. 

 
CITY service shuttle areas include Key West and Stock Island, Florida - buses are easily identified by the 
marquee in the front of the vehicle that will read "Captain Morgan SAFE RIDE Shuttle" - routes for the 
CITY will be identified as #'s 1, 2 and 3 - #'s 1 and 3 will travel Key West and Stock Island areas in a clockwise 
pattern, while #2 uses a counter-clockwise direction of travel.  There will be no airport service after 5:00 pm.  
You must be at a designated bus stop sign or shelter for service.  All drop off as well as return trip boarding's 
will be handled at the designated Fantasy Fest transportation location at Fausto's Food Palace, 522 Fleming 
Street.  
 
LOWER KEYS Shuttle service will be from Key West (Fausto's) to Marathon - and those routes will also use a 
clockwise or counter-clockwise pattern upon entering the Key West city area - Routes referred to as #'s 4 and 7 
will travel clockwise - and routes #6 and 8 will travel counter-clockwise in the City of Key West and Stock 
Island areas.  There will no airport service after 5:00 pm via Lower Keys shuttles; there will be service to 
College Road and Sears, both inbound and outbound.  You must be at a designated bus stop or shelter for 
service.  All drop off as well as return trip boarding's will be handled at the designated Fantasy Fest 
transportation location at Fausto's Food Palace, 522 Fleming Street.   Shuttle #5 will be used to transfer 
passengers throughout the Lower Keys as demand exceeds capacity in vehicles operating - but will only travel as 
far north as Big Pine Key.   Last trip returning to the Lower Keys will depart at 12:30 am - don’t wait too late 
- seating is limited in each vehicle - plan ahead!
